Charles Powell is Deputy Director of the Real Instituto Elcano de Estudios Internacionales y Estratégicos, an international relations think-tank. He is also currently Assistant Professor in Contemporary Spanish History at the Universidad San Pablo-CEU, where he has recently established a Centre for the Study of Spain’s Transition to Democracy (CETDE).

Kim Campbell. Former Prime Minister of Canada (1993) and Secretary General of the Club of Madrid. Fellow of the Center for Public Leadership at the Kennedy School of Government at Harvard University. Past Chair the Council of Women World Leaders and past President of the International Women's Forum. Also served as Minister of State for Indian Affairs and Northern Development (1989), Minister of Justice and Attorney General (1990), as well as Minister of National Defense and Minister of Veterans’ Affairs (1993).

Bassma Kodmani is a senior research fellow affiliated with the Collège de France and Executive Director of the Arab Reform Initiative. From 1999 to 2005 she was a Senior Program Officer for Governance and International Cooperation at the Ford Foundation office for the Middle East and North Africa, based in Cairo. 

Mustafa Hamarneh is professor of modern and contemporary Arab history and the Director of the Center for Strategic Studies.  He gained his PhD from Georgetown University in 1985.  He is the author of a large number of articles and books on the politics and international relations of the Middle East, including “Civil Society and Democratization in Jordan” and the Palestinian -Jordanian Relationship Where To?.  He is a member of board of trustees of Trujaman Foundation.
Manuel Antonio Garretón is Professor of the Department of Sociology at the Faculty of Social Sciences, University of Chile. Previously, he was Director of the Institute of Public Affairs, University of Chile (2004), and Senior Researcher, Professor and Political Studies Coordinator at Latin American Faculty of Social Sciences (FLACSO-Chile 1975-1995), Dean of Sociology at the Universidad Academia de Humanismo Cristiano (1990-1992), and Chief Adviser to the Minister of Education (1990-1994). 

Jorge I. Domínguez is the Clarence Dillon Professor of International Affairs and Director of the Weatherhead Center for International Affairs at Harvard University. He is a past president of the Latin American Studies Association. His books include (with C. Lawson and others) Mexico’s Pivotal Democratic Election: Candidates, Voters, and the Presidential Campaign of 2000 (Stanford University Press, 2004); (with M. Shifter and others) Constructing Democratic Governance in Latin America (Johns Hopkins University Press, 2003); and Democratic Politics in Latin America and the Caribbean (Johns Hopkins University Press, 1998).

Jorge Romano is Country Director of ActionAid Brazil and a specialist in governance issues, social movements, local development, and public policies to fight poverty. He has been national and international consultant for multilateral and international NGOs, social movements, Brazilian NGOs, and governmental agencies on such issues. During many years he has been Executive Secretary of the Network of Institutions for Capacity Building in Agricultural and Rural Development Policies for Latin America and the Caribbean (REDCAPA). 
Alex Bohomolov is vice-president of the Kiev-based Center for Middle East Studies, a non-government think-tank engaged in research and policy analysis of the Middle, East Central Asia and Caucasus, ethnic conflicts, minority issues, Ukraine's home and foreign policies. In January 2005, Dr. Bogomolov led the Ukrainian civic observation mission at the Presidential elections in Palestine. The Center is a member of the Civic Council under the Ministry of Foreign Affairs. 

Manuel Canto is researcher at the Department of Politics and Culture, Universidad Autónoma Metropolitana, Mexico, and Coordinator of the Executive Commission of the Citizen Movement for Democracy and President of the Mexican network of civil society researchers.

Murat Somer is an Assistant Professor of International Relations at Koç University Istanbul, where he teaches comparative politics and international political economy. His recent research addresses private and public polarization, ethnic and religious identity politics, nationalism, democracy, and foreign policy, and focuses on Turkey, the Kurdish question, Iraq, Eastern Europe, and the EU. 

Mounir Abdelnour is Vice-President of the Wafd Party and former member of Parliament and head of the Wafd Parliamentary Group. He is also a member of the Egyptian National Council for Human Rights and of the Board of Directors of the Egyptian Federation of Industries.
Augusto Varas Fernández is currently the Chile representative of the Ford Foundation, New York. Previously, he was coordinator of the Ford Foundation Democratic Governance Programme for the Andean region, and has taught at the University of California (San Diego), Duke and North Carolina (Chapel Hill), Wisconsin University. He was also a fellow of the Woodrow Wilson International Centre for Scholars (Washigton DC).

Rut Diamint is Professor at the University Torcuato Di Tella and former advisor to the Argentine Ministry of Defence. Professor at the University of Bologna (Buenos Aires programme) and researcher with the "Program Creating Communities in the Americas," coordinated by the Woodrow Wilson International Center for Scholars. Has served as a consultant for the Fundación Arias para la Paz y el Progreso Humano (Costa Rica), PROCIVIL, the Inter American Development Bank (IADB) and the Ford Foundation. Specializes in civil-military relations, defence issues, and peace and democracy.
Hanna Elias is professor at Notre Dame University, Lebanon. He has also worked as strategic analyst for Al-Arabia TV and and has an extensive record in mlitary service in the Lebanese Army, serving as Security Officer of the 5th Brigade (1996-1997), Commander of the 105th Artillery Battalion (1993-1994) and Commander of the 55th Artillery Battalion (1991-1993).
Zoran Ostojic: has previously worked as a journalist at Radio Studio B and was the founder, general manager and joint-owner of “MREZA Production Group”. He was also President of the Managerial Board of Radio Television Studio B from 2000-2002 and founder and member of the Centre for Modern Politics, as well as a member of the Civic Alliance of Serbia Presidency.

Miguel Angel Bastenier is currently deputy director of the International Relations section in the newspaper El País. Previously he was director of the newspaper Telexprés (Barcelona), and deputy director of El Periódico de Catalunya. He was also deputy director of the department of General Information in El País and has contributed regularly in a number of European newspapers on issues of international relations.

Sadig Al Mahdi. Former Prime Minister of Sudan (1966-67; 1986-1989). Currently Chairman of the Umma Party (elected 2003) and Imam of Ansar Affairs for Missionary Activity and Guidance (elected 2002). In 2003 he signed the Cairo Declaration for peace and democratic transformation with the Sudan Peoples Liberation Movement/Army (SPLM/A) and the democratic Unionist Partiy (DUP). He served as an elected Member of the Sudanese Parliament in 1966 and as Chairman of the Umma political party beginning in 1964. Became president of the Unified National Front opposition party in 1961. 
Abdul-Kareem Al-Eryani. Former Prime Minister of Yemen (1980-1983, 1998–2001), he currently serves as a political advisor to the President of Yemen as well as Secretary General to the General People’s Congress Party (GPC). Vice Prime Minister and Minister of Foreign Affairs (1997-1998, 1984-1993), as well as Minister of Development Planning (1993-1994). Minister of Education (Dec. 1976) and Minister of Development (1974-1976). Has served on various boards working to promote development and solidarity in Yemen since the late 1960’s. 

Jiří Schneider is Programme Director at the Prague Security Studies Institute. He previously held various positions at the Czech MFA (Political Director, Head of Policy Planning Department),  and from 1995-1998 served as the Czech Ambassador to Israel. 

Abdel Monem Said Aly has been a member of the Board at Al Ahram Foundation since 1999 to 2005 and the Director of Al Ahram Center for Political and Strategic Studies in Cairo since 1994. He worked at the Ahram Center since 1975 as a researcher, senior researcher, head of the international relations research unit, and deputy director. 
Ghassan Salamé is professor of International Relations at the Institut d’Etudes Politiques, Paris. He is also senior advisor to the United Nations Secretary General. He is member of the Board of the International Crisis Group (ICG) and of the Bibliotheca Alexandrina.  He was former Minister of Culture in Lebanon between 2000 and 2003 and Chairman of the Organizing Committee of the Beirut Arab (March 2002) and Francophone (October 2002) Summits. 

Karen Fogg is currently acting as advisor on democracy building in the Commission DG External Relations (multilateral relations and human rights). In 2002, she became Secretary General of the International Institute for Democracy and Electoral Assistance, a specialised intergovernmental agency based in Stockholm with 23 Member states, with a mandate to support sustainable democracy worldwide.
